Our spring tour gave me the chance to be a light in one of the most atheistic countries in
the world. I was able to sit and speak into the lives of some amazing high school students and share life with
them. We played in front of over §,000 students at public high schools and over 6,500 at concerts. Trust
was developed, the gospel was shared and friendships still continue today. It blew me away to be a part of
that and it truly blows me away to be back!

Our team has great needs while we are over here; first and
foremost, prayers. We are here on a ten week tour, and we are already
facing obstacles. There is no doubt that I have been called to be here. So
if you feel led, please pray for us.
